Strongest Royal Power:
Taxes: “yantar”, "justicia”, "moneda" and
"fonsadera”

Strongest royal justice:

exclusive jurisdiction on crimes:
treason, maliciousness, arson, rape

appeal in towns and lordships
Vasalage and Benefice are NOT linked
