La AFPP fue fundada el 26 de Noviembre 1999 en la
Universidad de Caen (Francia), bajo la iniciativa del equipo
de Psicologia social de dicha Universidad, dirigido por €l Pr.
Alexandre Dorna, con €l propdsito de reunir en su seno diver-
sos representantes de las principales disciplinas de las cien-
cias humanas: Psicologia (social, clinica, psicoanalisis), So-
ciologia, Palitologia, Antropologia, Historia, y Filosofia.
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L as razones fundadoras son humerosas.

La Psicologia politica francesa tiene un ilustre pasado, pero una corta
experiencia presente. La voluntad de canalizar en una asociacién nacional
los esfuerzos esporéadicos de estos Ultimos afios constituye un paso hacia la
blsqueda de un dialogo, capaz de plantear preguntas y buscar respuesta a
las insatisfacciones comunes: ese sentimiento moderno entre aquello que es
aprehensible y 1o que deberia ser. Se trata de mdltiples tensiones, en un pla-
no epistemol égico, metodol égico e ideolégico, que muchos intelectuales y
universitarios expresan, mas alé de las fronteras artificiaes interdisciplina
rias.

Las ciencias sociales, en particular la Psicologia social, viven unacrisis
prolongada de vocacion producto de la fragmentacion teméticay de la proli-
feracion de micro-teorias de laboratorio, que escamotean sutilmente las va-
riables historicas e ideoldgicas de las situaciones observables. Las conse-
cuencias son numerosas. la indiferencia frente a los acontecimientos socia-
lesy politicos contingentes, una rutina metodol 6gica recurrente que se refu-
giaen laretorica estadistica y una desestructuracion extrema de los objetos
de estudio. A esto se afiaden las dificultades de comunicacion entre los in-
vestigadores, la morosidad auto-referente, la formacion de grupos de in-
fluenciay laincapacidad, tanto tedrica como metodol 6gica, para abordar los
problemas de urgencia que atraviesan la sociedad de nuestro tiempo.

La AFPP se propone trabajar desde una perspectiva transversal de las
ciencias humanas, para cuestionar las aportaciones cientificas y los proble-
mas ciudadanos, las decisiones y los disfuncionamientos de la accidn politi-
ca

En consecuencia, los grandes objetivos de la AFPP, que figuran en sus
estatutos de fundacion, reafirman la voluntad de crear un lugar de encuentro
para todos aquellos que se interesan en las cuestiones psicopaliticas, sin ba-
rreras disciplinarias. Por eso tiene espacia interés en relacionarse con las
asociaciones similares y organizar encuentros en torno a temas de actuali-
dad. Un boletin trimestral Politeia es difundido entre sus miembros y todos
aquellos que lo soliciten directamente.
