Developing CLIL at the Universidad Politécnica de Valencia

English is internationally used by academia to communicate ideas, theories and facts, and to report on
new scientific findings and achievements. Since we work in a context that encourages students to complete
their studies in other EU countries, we are fully aware that they need to develop specific skills to assist
their learning process in a foreign language. These are merely two of the reasons that led us to teach
content subjects in English to our students, but we should be aware that English language teachers have
to participate in this process, collaborating with content teachers to integrate the acquisition of both
content and language. The Applied Linguistics Department at the Polytechnic University of Valencia is
fully aware of this fact, which is why some of its staff have developed materials based on content subjects
aiming to reinforce the content and to practice the language at the same time. We encourage full
participation of language and content providers in order to combine language and content learning.
Ana Gimeno and Marisa Carrié are teachers of English for Specific Purposes at the Applied Linguistics
Department of the Polytechnic University of Valencia. Dr Gimeno’s research interests lie in Computer
Assisted Language Learning. She has recently been elected president of EUROCALL, the European
Association for Computer Assisted Language Learning. Dr Carrio’s research interests focus on the analysis
of written English texts produced by non-native speakers.

CLILCOM is a virtual platform which is to be launched in 2006. It is a multi media tool which simulates
the role of personal consultant for the teacher of languages, and those of other subjects who use CLIL.
