COMMITMENT DOCUMENT
SURNAME/NAME ______________________________________________________
The doctorate is a professional experience that enables people to acquire high level scientific and general skills that are valued in positions of responsibility in all socioeconomic sectors. The objectives of the doctorate are to attain the following: an original and innovative research project, a personal plan for continuous education, support for the research project, and preparation of a professional project for the doctoral student. 

This document defines the respective rights and duties and the mutual commitment of the signatories to ensure the attainment of the aforementioned objectives during the preparation of the doctoral thesis. The signatories are:

· the doctoral student 

· the thesis supervisor who guides the research project (or the tutor, if necessary).

1. Mutual collaboration 

The doctoral student and the supervisor are committed to collaborating mutually to attain the following: the preparation and submission of the doctoral thesis; and the defence of the doctoral thesis by the student, in accordance with the procedures and conditions established in the relevant regulations. 

2. Obligations and commitment of the thesis supervisor 
The director or directors undertake to pursue thesis regularly doctoral thesis project, guiding and focusing the project as it develops.

Simultaneously, the supervisor must ensure that the doctoral student takes more initiative and gains independence as the project progresses. 

The thesis supervisor shall ensure that the project is original, educational, and innovative, that it can be undertaken under the terms proposed by the doctoral student, and that it is consistent with the line of research to which it is linked.  
For these purposes, the dedication of the director shall be recognized in accordance with the regulations of the University of València
3. Obligations and commitment of the doctoral student 

The doctoral student is committed to carrying out the doctoral studies in the framework established by the relevant regulations and in accordance with the commitments established in this document. The student must regularly inform the supervisor about the development of the project, the results obtained and any problems that may have arisen and shall respect the comments made by the supervisor. 

With this aim, the doctoral student shall be committed _______________________________ (part time/ full time) to the studies, in accordance with the provisions established in the relevant regulations. 
4. Confidentiality 

The doctoral student shall maintain the confidentiality of all data and information given to him/her by the thesis supervisor, the thesis tutor (when applicable) or any other member of the research team to which the student is attached, when this information is considered confidential and is given or revealed to the doctoral student  orally, in  writing, graphically or by any other means of dissemination. The doctoral student shall not reveal, communicate, transfer or divulge to others any information that refers to this data. The information that the student obtains can only and exclusively be used for preparing his/her doctoral thesis.  
The doctoral student shall not reveal any information about the research project in which he/she participates without having obtained express, written authorisation from the thesis supervisor or thesis tutor.. 
The doctoral student shall sign any confidentiality agreements requested by the thesis supervisor, the head of the research project or the thesis tutor. 
The confidentiality agreement will remain in force and will be binding even after the end of the administrative and work relationship between the doctoral student and the University of València. 

5. Intellectual/industrial property 

The doctoral student has the right to be recognised as holder of the intellectual or industrial property rights that could correspond to him/her, in accordance with the current legislation, and to appear as co-author of all papers, articles or communications that describe the research work in which the student has been significantly involved.  
The doctoral student may exercise his/her intellectual property rights derived from the research training activity and in accordance with his/her contribution, according to the provisions established in the current legislation. The aforementioned rights are independent, compatible and can be accumulated with other rights that could be derived from the research that is carried out, without prejudice to the conditions related to joint work when the doctoral student participates in a joint research project or is associated with such a project. 
With respect to industrial property rights related to ownership of research results, the doctoral student will be subject to the provisions in current legislation on university patents and in the regulations approved by the University of València. The amount that the doctoral student could receive for the exploitation or transfer of the aforementioned rights will in no case be received as a salary. 

6. Resolution of conflicts 

If the agreements included in this document are breached, the parties must inform the coordinator of the doctoral studies, who shall act as mediator. If the conflict cannot be resolved through this mediation, it will be transferred to the faculty’s Doctoral Committee, which will be responsible for resolving the conflict. The parties can lodge an appeal before the rector against the decision of the Doctoral Committee, under the terms established in Act 30/26 November 1992, in the juridical regime of the public administrations and the common administrative procedure. 

If the doctorate is carried out in partnership with another institution, the parties must comply with the special provisions established in the collaboration agreement of which the signatories of this document must be aware. 

7. Validity 

This document will be valid from the date that it is signed until the defence of the doctoral thesis. Nevertheless, it will become void if any of the clauses or the UV regulations for admission of the thesis project, the preparation, authorisation, defence and evaluation of doctoral theses, and for the nomination of the examination board are breached.
