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Resumen

Esta presentacion se centra en el andlisis de un blog colaborativo y bilinglie Illamado
“GranCaMelbornelanguagesLearning” entre estudiantes universitarios de ELE en Australia y de ESL en
Espafia. Mi propuesta es explorar el uso y efecto de las TICs, especialmente del blog, en estos estudiantes
de los dos idiomas mas internacionales: inglés y espafiol. Propongo demostrar cdmo e-learning, y sobre
todo, la actividad de este blog forma parte de un método comunicativo de éxito que une a estos
estudiantes de lugares tan distantes, haciéndolos participes de su motivacion, de sus idiomas y sus
culturas. De esta manera, se observard como nuestros alumnos desarrollaron motivacidn intrinseca y
extrinseca, no solo en este blog, sino de forma consciente con feedback constante de sus compafieros y de
sus profesoras. A su vez, se evaluard la posibilidad de iniciar y/o reforzar el aprendizaje constante e
independiente de los estudiantes haciendo uso de las TICs. Por ultimo, se evaluara la participacion,
interaccion y motivacién de esta herramienta TIC desde una perspectiva de género y segun la adquisicion
de segundas lenguas.
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Abstract

This research is based on the analysis of a collaborative and bilingual blog called
“GranCaMelbornelanguagesLearning”, between university ELE students in Australia and university ESL
students in Spain. My purpose in this paper is to explore the use and effects of ICT tools such as blogs on
both online learners of the most international languages: English and Spanish. | would like to demonstrate
how, by analyzing this shared blog, e-learning is part of a communicative approach that gets today’s
students closer and more motivated, being conscious about their languages and their cultures in a
booming way. With all this in mind, | would also observe how our students developed their intrinsic and
extrinsic motivation not only in this blog, and in a conscious way with constant feedback from their
partners and their teachers, but also as a possible orientation to continue learning in their later and
independent life. Finally, 1 would like to conclude with the evaluation of gender issues regarding the
participation, interaction and motivation in this ICT tool, together with the acquisition of second languages.
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
