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2.- RESUMEN

English

“Youth Cultures and arenas of experience” is an elective four-month subject. It is part of the subject
matter called “Educational experience and construction of the common/collective sphere”, and it is
part of the Degree in Social Education degree. It is our will that students know and build arguments
around the social construction of Youth and the multiplicity of forms of expression of Youth Cultures.
We also wish that students explore the role of youth in alternative educational relations.

Aims:

To be able of build questions, problems and actions that contribute to explore new ways of thinking
and practicing education in the field of Routh; To search, select and use various sources
(documentary, bibliographical, literary, film...) in order to think about education in the field of Routh;
To work with a critical perspective, be it collaborative or individual.

4.- DESCRIPCION DE CONTENIDOS

Descripcion de contenidos (English):
1. Historical and theoretical approaches to youth: what has been said that is worth to us?
We attempt to review a broad selection of texts which fundamental aim is to describe,
problematize, and analyze youth in different historical moments or in different geographical
locations. We will look for information on how to construct our own gaze upon youth. We will do so
from a critical perspective, and we will consider the views of those who have built current notions
of youth. We will take into consideration the implications that such a construction has upon the
practical possibilities of young people. We will use up-to-date references that will enable us to find
out and describe youth nowadays. Yet we will rely upon core historical references that have
enabled us to build different discourses around who can be taken for young. Thus, we will work
with references as disparate/varied/diverse as the contributions of Talcott Parsons, Margaret Mead,
Carles Feixa or Zygmunt Bauman.
2. Programs and plans on youth: how to handle our political frame from a glocal perspective?
We focus upon the guidelines that to define youth policies nowadays among us. To a large extent,
these guidelines are provided by agencies both supranational and national. The very dynamics of
these agencies will oblige us to unite their proposals with a critical analysis, hence taking into
account the changes produced in the Third Sector due to the GEC (Global Economic Crisis): The
deadlines for implementation in which agencies act will be redrawn on the micro level.

1. Aproximacio historica i teorica a la joventut: que s’ha dit d’interesant per als nostres dies?
Revisarem una amplia seleccié de textos que tenen com a objectiu fonamental descriure, coneixer i
analitzar la juventut en diferents moments historics o en diferents llocs geografics. Cercarem
informacio al voltant de com es construieix la mirada sobre la joventut, des d’una perspectiva critica
i intentarem pensar quines conseqliencies té la dita construccid sobre les possibilitats practiques
dels jovens. Utilitzarem referencies actuals, que ens permetan coneixer i problematitzar la joventut
de hui en dia, sense deixar de costat els referents teorics fonamentals que han permés construir
discursos en torn al fet d’ésser considetar jove. Aixi, treballarem en reféncies tan dissimils com
talcott parsons, Margaret Mead, Carles feixa o Zygmunt Bauman.
2.Programes i plans de joventut: com utilitzar el nostre marc politic des d’una perspectiva glocal.
Ens centrarem en les directrius que trobem a I’hora de definir politiquees de joventut. Dites
directrius provenen, en gran mesura, de l'estudi de les propostes realitzades per organismos
supranacionals o d’estat nacid en materia de politica de joventut. La propia dinamica dels
mencionats organismos ens obligara a conjugar les seus propostes amb |'analisi critica de les
mateixes, tenint en compte els camvis ocorreguts en el tercer sector degut a la CEG.

Students attending classes’ every week will demonstrate such evaluation criteria in the following
tests, at least:
