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4. Meals. 

For students and staff, in addition to all the commercial restaurants, Tilburg University 
has a catering on campus called the Menza, they have all kinds of meals and perfect for 
a quick lunch.

There is a vending machine with 
oat milk in the CUBE, Cobbenhagen, Library, Goossens, Dante, Warande and 
Meerkoldreef buildings.You can have a drink with your own cup or buy a reusable 
cup at the vending machine for €1 extra. There is also a Starbucks on campus.
