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SUMMARY

"Cooperation to Development and Educacion; can be considered as one of the disciplines inserted within
the sociocultural area, and, from this one, social educator has to undertake plans and programs related to|
the cooperation to the development in education and the local development, either in NGO, or in nonformal
surroundings of education, political unions and parties, and from certain knowledge, on the one hand, or to|
carry out tie programs to the sensitization and the education for the development in connection with
determined thematic (defense of human rights, education for Peace, etc.), by another one. From this axis,
a series of thematic that we try to know and to put in contact to the pupils with the reality of the regions of
the South, from the North, and under the recognition that inside the North also the South exists. Through
different topics of study, pupils are assimilating and including historical, social, economic, cultural and
political the processes that surround to the concept of ‘development; and the Cooperation to the
Development crystallized in the Official Aid to Development (OAD), at the same time as it discovers the
different ways in that this one last one crystallizes in educative matter, or sectorially (political educative in
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the countries of the South) or institutionally (based on the actions of the different educative organisms or|
the arisen processes of social participation from initiatives like the World-wide Forum Social that is being
celebrated from 2001. At the same time, another one of the objectives that the theme tries is to contact to
the student with the reality of the Education for the Development in the classroom, so that they will work
diverse thematic (interdependence, images of the South, lobbying, etc.) related to the previous one, at the
same time as the methodology for the accomplishment of projects of educative cooperation through
Logical Frame of Projects will be introduced (MLP).

OTHER REQUIREMENTS

The course "Development Cooperation and Education” is one of the disciplines that, together with others
("Pedagogy for Social Inclusion," "Education for Sustainability," "Health Education and Prevention of
Addictive Behaviors," "Educational Intervention and Mediation," etc.), provides students with knowledge
aligned with the different areas that are emerging as alternatives in the labor market: the socio-educational
area, the socio-cultural area, the area of childhood, and the area of prevention.

The course "Development Cooperation in Education" maintains evident ties with other subjects that
students may have previously or simultaneously studied and provides them with a conceptual foundation
that will help consolidate theoretical frameworks for analysis and study, such as "International Education”
and "Comparative Social Education," among the most relevant. However, the distinctive purpose of this
subject is given, to some extent, by its object of study: the focus on the socio-educational dimension of so-
called "developing countries" and its evident relationship with the policies that can be carried out by
developed countries in this regard.

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DESCRIPTION OF CONTENTS

1. Cooperacion para el Desarrollo y Educacion para el Desarrollo.

El primer tema tiene un caracter propedéutico y eminentemente terminoldgico: pretende diferenciar y a la
vez deducir los rasgos idiosincrasicos de dos conceptos neurdlgicos para esta asignatura: la "Cooperacién
al Desarrollo en Educacién;, y la "Educacién para el Desarrollo;. Al mismo tiempo, tiene la intencion de
revisar tanto diacrénica como sincrénicamente la evolucién de las corrientes y tendencias de la
Cooperacion al Desarrollo hasta nuestros dias.

2. Modelos de desarrollo y educacion

Este tema resulta fundamental para poder interpretar buena parte de las claves politicas y socioeducativas
de las actuales politicas de cooperacién al desarrollo: revisa desde qué prisma heuristico puede leerse el
concepto de ;desarrollog, vinculandolo con el vector educativo, y desarrolla cuales han sido, dentro de
cada una de las interpretaciones (econdémica, social, humana y sostenible, politica e incluso cultural), los
modelos mas significativos que la representan, reconociendo, de este modo, cd6mo un mismo concepto
puede dar lugar a diferentes representaciones de cooperacion al desarrollo en educacién y, por supuesto, a
diversas maneras de plasmarlo en la practica.

3. La Ayuda Oficial al Desarrollo y la Educacion

La AOD (Ayuda Oficial al Desarrollo) constituye el instrumento por excelencia de la cooperacion al
Desarrollo en todos los ambitos: surge en 1972 por parte de Naciones Unidas y desde un principio se
establece un consenso mundial sobre esta cantidad: 0,7% sobre el PIB de todos los paises desarrollados.
En este tema se radiografiara la realidad de la AOD a nivel internacional, a nivel de la comunidad valenciana
y finalmente de los ayuntamientos (lo que se ha venido conociendo como ‘ayuda descentralizada;),
atendiendo tanto a los instrumentos y modalidades de cooperacién como a los protagonistas que en ella
entran a formar parte.

También se analiza en el mismo la situacion actual existente en paises tanto desarrollados como en
desarrollo marcada por la globalizacién que afecta a todos los escenarios de la vida, de los que el
socioeducativo es uno de ellos, pero no el unico.
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4. Enfoque de genero en cooperacion al desarrollo

El trabajo de la cooperacion a partir de la perspectiva de género constituye una tendencia tan
institucionalizada de la cooperacién al desarrollo que tiene sus propios modelos y metodologias de
trabajar desde la misma. Partiendo de esta premisa, este tema tiene una doble vertiente: por un lado,
pretende analizar cual ha sido la evoluciéon de las politicas de cooperacion al desarrollo desde la
perspectiva de género, y trabaja desde qué modelos y terminologias se contempla esta perspectiva (el
modelo GED-género en Educacion y el modelo MED-mujer en educacién). Por otro lado, se analizara cudles
son las principales cifras en torno al desarrollo y la situacion de la mujer en el mundo para aterrizar en
cudles son los principales obstaculos y retos que en los diferentes paises del mundo, en especial en los
paises en desarrollo, tiene que afrontar la mujer en su camino al desarrollo humano y sostenible, ademas
su derecho intrinseco al desarrollo y, por ende, a la educacién.

El "empoderamiento; constituye una de las herramientas clave para que los pueblos de los paises en
desarrollo consigan hacer efectivo su derecho a la educacion y a la participacion, en sensu lato. Por ello,
desde cooperacién al desarrollo se analizan cdmo cristalizan las politicas de empoderamiento (que surgen
de una manera clara vinculadas a la educacién popular y de adultos, de la mano de Freire) en la actualidad,
desde el analisis sociopolitico de experiencias de compensacién educativa y discriminacion positiva
realizada a poblaciones en riesgo de marginacién social: el programa de las 900 escuelas, las escuelas Fe
y Alegria, el programa Bolsa Escola, la Escuela Nueva Colombiana, la experiencia zapatista o la de los
Campesinos Sin Tierra (MST) constituyen buenos ejemplos de lo apuntado.

También el empoderamiento se logra a partir de la participacion masiva de los y las ciudadanas y su
capacidad para transformar el mundo, como lo muestra la consolidacién del Foro Mundial de la Educacién
desde 2001 y su impacto en el mundo actual.

Finalmente, a tenor también de la importancia de la participacion, se analiza cual es el papel actual de las
Organizaciones No gubernamentales para el Desarrollo (conocidas en sus siglas, ‘ONGD;) y también cual
es el rol del voluntariado en los escenarios actuales.

6. Objetivos de Desarrollo Sostenible (ODS): hacia un modelo de convivencia mas
inclusivo y respetuoso

En el aino 2000 se reunieron en la Asamblea General de la ONU la Cumbre del Milenio. En esta cumbre se
acordé establecer unos objetivos (ODM) y metas medibles, con plazos definidos, asumiendo un
compromiso para combatir la pobreza extrema y el hambre, el analfabetismo, la discriminacién de género,
la mortalidad infantil y materna, la degradacién del medio ambiente y enfermedades como el VIH / SIDA,
fomentando una alianza mundial que destinara recursos humanos y econdmicos para el desarrollo.
Teniendo 2015 como plazo limite, se establecieron 8 objetivos del milenio con 21 metas concretas. En
2015 se adopté la Agenda 2030 de Desarrollo Sostenible, que incluye las lecciones aprendidas de los ODM,
y fija 17 Objetivos de Desarrollo Sostenible (ODS) y las metas en que estos se concretan y define un plazo
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de 15 afos para su consecucion. Estos objetivos constituyen el elemento central de los esfuerzos
internacionales para trazar las politicas de manera mas responsable, y para proporcionar una hoja de ruta
que beneficie tanto a las personas como al planeta.

El ODS 4 "Educacion de calidad" pretende garantizar una educacion inclusiva, equitativa y de calidad y
promover oportunidades de aprendizaje durante toda la vida para todos. El objetivo del tema es ofrecer al
alumnado una primera aproximacion a la vision, contenidos e implementacion de la Agenda 2030,
propiciando un debate reflexivo sobre los ODS para generar pensamiento critico y una educacion
transformadora y reflexionar sobre la importancia de la educacion social para la consecucién del ODS.
