TEACHING METHODOLOGY

EVALUATION
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La evaluacién global de la asignatura se llevara a cabo sobre las modalidades T y P impartidas. Para
aprobar la asignatura es IMPERATIVO realizar y superar, sin excepcion, las dos evaluaciones de los
programas de docencia A y B de forma independiente (expuestos a continuacion).

PROGRAMA DE DOCENCIA A. Evaluacion de la modalidad T.

Para la evaluacion de la modalidad T de docencia impartida a través del programa A, se realizara una
prueba escrita individual.

El valor porcentual de la prueba escrita corresponde al 80% de la nota global de la asignatura. La
calificacion maxima que se puede obtener en esta prueba es de 8 puntos, siendo requisito indispensable
obtener una calificacion minima de 4 puntos (50% de la calificacion mdaxima) para superar esta parte y
poder ser evaluada/o del conjunto de la asignatura.

La prueba escrita individual consistira en un cuestionario de 50 preguntas, ;tipo test; con 4 opciones de
respuesta multiple, de las cuales solo 1 es la correcta. La tipologia de la prueba corresponde con el modelo
de examen EIR, con la consecuente penalizacidon de respuestas incorrectas. La formula aplicada para la
correccion sera la siguiente:

+  PROGRAMA DE DOCENCIA B. Evaluacion de la modalidad P.

El programa B de docencia practica, que se desarrollard a lo largo de 4 sesiones de 2h (8h en total)
concluira con la elaboracién de un documento de trabajo confeccionado por el subgrupo configurado al
inicio de las sesiones P. El valor porcentual de la modalidad P, corresponde con el 20% de la nota global de
la asignatura.

Para superar este apartado, el/la alumno/a debera asistir OBLIGATORIAMENTE de forma presencial a las
sesiones de trabajo grupal, asi como demostrar que es coautor/a del dosier de trabajo que sera entregado
al final de las sesiones P. El/la alumno/a debera de obtener una calificacion minima de 1 punto sobre 2
puntos (valor maximo ponderado en este apartado) para superar esta parte y poder ser evaluada/o del
conjunto de la asignatura.

La calificacion del dosier del trabajo grupal en el programa B se llevard a cabo mediante una rubrica
adaptada a los resultados de aprendizaje de la asignatura (estara disponible en Aula Virtual); a través de
una técnica de evaluacidon entre el alumnado que garantice la distribucién aleatorizada y anénima de
autoria (evaluacion por pares). Posteriormente, cada calificacion serd supervisada por el profesorado
responsable de grupo, pudiendo modificar con mayor o menor puntuacién segun el criterio pedagogico
docente.
