SUMMARY

The subject is included in the curriculum of the degree in dentistry in the module "Introduction to Dentistry"
with other subjects such as: Biostatistics and Public Health, Preventive and Community Dentistry |,
Psychology, Biomaterials and Ergonomics, Documentation, Professionalism and Forensic Dentistry, and
Radiology and Radiation Protection.

The course covers a variety of concepts related to the organisation of community dental services including
oral epidemiology, measurement and assessment of oral disease trends (mainly caries), periodontal
disease, malocclusion and oral cancer. Also covered are: the use of fluoride as a public health measure,
control of smoking, different techniques for health promotion, prevention of oral health diseases through
community programmes (including design and economic evaluation).

Students are reminded of the great importance of carrying out evaluation surveys of all the teaching
teachers of this subject.

Saber realizar un examen bucal completo, incluyendo las oportunas pruebas radiograficas y de exploracion
complementarias, asi como la obtencion de adecuadas referencias clinicas.

Tener capacidad para elaborar un juicio diagndstico inicial y establecer una estrategia diagndstica
razonada, siendo competente en el reconocimiento de las situaciones que requieran una atencién
odontoldgica urgente.

Tener conocimientos apropiados de nutricion humana, en particular, la relacién de los habitos nutricionales
y de la dieta con el mantenimiento de la salud y la prevencion de las enfermedades buco-dentales.

2. PRACTICAL PROGRAM

It is based on the realization of the following activities on patients:

- Conceptual bases in control of patients already treated.

- Intraoral Explorations, controlling caries and periodontal risk.

- Reviews of fixed and removable prosthesis in patients already treated.

- Procedures related to the act of the revision: application of fluorides, scaling and root planning, hygiene
and dietary advice, reinforcement, and motivation for behavior change.

- The diagnosis of new problems and referral to other specialties.

- Epidemiological analysis of oral health in population groups. Interpretation of health and disease using
epidemiological indicators.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

Theory classes will be presented as lectures. Seminars (two hours long) will develop theoretical topics that
will be explained by lecturers or students in class — with 10-12 sessions during the course. Odontology
practices are held in the laboratory and with real patients in a dental clinic.

The gender perspective, respect for diversity and the sustainable development goals (SDGs) will be
incorporated into teaching, whenever possible.

EVALUATION

The evaluation of the students' learning will be carried out in the following way:

a) Evaluation of the theoretical part. It will represent 50% of the overall grade of the course. It will consist of:

-The completion of a theoretical exam of 50 multiple-choice questions and 4 short answer questions on the
theoretical contents taught in class and in the classroom seminars (40% of the final grade).

-The average grade of the questionnaires corresponding to each subject answered in the virtual classroom
(10% of the final grade).

- At the second examination convocatory, the theoretical exam will only consist on 10 questions of 10 short
answer questions (40% of the final grade)
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b) Evaluation of the practical part. It will represent 50% of the global grade of the course. It will consist of:

-The completion of a practical exam with 10 questions (10% of the final grade) and a practical case-problem
of calculation of epidemiological indicators (10% of the final grade).

-The evaluation of the attendance, attitude and competences acquired in the development of the practices
(10% of the final grade).

-The average grade of the practical tasks proposed during the course (10% of the final grade).
-The evaluation of the seminar work presented in class (10% of the final grade).

In order to pass the course, the theoretical part and the practical part must be passed independently. In the
case of having passed, with 5 points out of 10, each of these parts, the final grade will be obtained by the
arithmetic mean of both.

It is considered essential to complete all the questionnaires and assignments proposed during the course, as
well as to attend and take advantage of all the clinical practices.

Assistance to the practical activities is mandatory. It is considered that the students accomplish this
requirement if they assist to a minimum of 80% of these activities and they have justified adequately the
impossibility to assist to the rest of the sessions due to reasons for major cause.

We remind the students the important thing doing the professors' evaluations questionnaires.
