Instruments 1. Class attendance 2. Carrying out work: Presentation of written arguments of the position
adopted by the student on a topic proposed by the teacher. Presentation of programs (complete or partial)
of contents of the secondary curriculum. These works, as a general rule, will be done during class, in a
predetermined period indicated by the teacher (in some cases the work may be for a later class). However,
students who, for whatever reason, do not attend, must do so on their own, informing themselves through
their classmates. They will be individual but will be carried out with free access to materials and people
during the period of completion. The presentation of the writing will be informal although with the
necessary legibility. 3. Questionnaire for document reading control (see Bibliography)

Evaluation criteria 1. Minimum required attendance: 80%. Students who do not reach the required degree of
attendance, in addition to the ordinary work that they have to deliver and the document reading controls

Questionnaire for reading control: correction of the answers. Qualification 1. The works and controls will
be scored out of 10. 2. A job not delivered or control not performed is a 0. 3. The delay in the delivery of the
works will suppose a subtraction of 2 points by class of delay. Students who do not attend a class (always
in a justified manner) in which they should hand in a piece of work (or more), must hand it in in the first
class they attend, from which the penalties will be counted. 4. The mark of the subject will be the average
of all the works and controls. To pass you will need a 5.
