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SUMMARY

This course attempts to provide the student with an overview of the history and epistemology of the
teaching of English as a foreign language. It also aims to delve into the educational and cultural value of
this language and its didactics, and consequently, its implications in social and cultural construction, and
its value and application in everyday situations. These issues are dealt with from current European trends
and approaches, which contemplate cross-cutting issues in the teaching and learning of the foreign
language. The subject introduces the student to the legal framework which guides the profession of
Secondary Education teacher through the study of the curriculum of this educational stage, focusing on its
implications at a general level in different areas. The subject also addresses the profession of foreign
language teacher in Secondary Education, taking applied professional ethics into account.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

In order to achieve the objectives of this course, an active methodology will be used in which the
involvement of students is essential. A critical approach to course contents will be encouraged without
excluding master sessions that the subject may require.

Academic performance in this subject is structured as follows:

IN-CLASS ACTIVITIES (45% OF WORKLOAD)

1. Theoretical-practical sessions (30%)

Theoretical-practical classes, in which the contents of the course will be discussed and debated, and
activities will be done using different materials and teaching resources.

2. Group work (10%)

Course assignments intend to highlight the importance of cooperative work and reinforce learning, as well
as introducing the student in the practice of conducting research, analysis and internalization of
information. They also intend to foster personal relationships, and situations the students share to further
discuss course contents.

Students will do a small group research project that will be guided and supervised by the teacher.

3. Tutorials (5%)

Individual and group tutorials will serve to coordinate students in individual and group tasks, and to assess
individual progress, activities, and teaching methodology.

Tutorials will also be used to monitor oral expression, which is essential to pass the course.
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OFF-SITE ACTIVITIES (55% OF WORKLOAD)

4. Independent study and work (55%)

Preparation of the assigned tasks (summaries, critical reviews, etc.) and performance of the specific
guided work. The student will focus on searching, locating, analyzing, manipulating, processing, and
delivering information.

EVALUATION

Evaluation of the course will be based on the following:

Attendance and participation in face-to-face sessions. Attendance at 80% of the face-to-face sessions is an
indispensable requirement to pass the course.

Students who do not attend 80% of the Master's face-to-face will have the right to an individual test that will
be graded with a maximum of 6 out of 10.

Written tests on the contents of the course.
Completion of assigned activities, tasks and assignments.

To pass the course it is necessary to pass each and every one of the activities, tasks and assignments
established in the course.

Any type of plagiarism in assignments or tests will result in failure of the subject. The improper use of
artificial intelligence tools may be sanctioned in accordance with article 15 of the Reglament on evaluation
and qualification of the University of Valencia.
