SUMMARY

This module aims to introduce the student into the applications of historic-artistic knowledge through an
academic approach, since it applies a learning model based on the acquisition of knowledge and skills
directed by the professor in the classroom, while module 6, External Internships, offers the student the
possibility to join a real working environment and to gain direct experience in some fields that require the
specialised knowledge provided by the Master.

Both modules are intended to enable the student to find out about advanced knowledge and research
related to professional applications in the fields of arts and heritage. The student is left to choose either
theory or a rather more practical option. Nevertheless, in line with coherence of the Master's imperative
orientation, its value in credits is lower than the rest of the modules that comprises the curriculum.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

CLASSROOM ACTIVITIES

a) Participatory theory classes, depending on the nature of the subject. Exposition of contents by the
professor with the participation of the students.

 b) Practical sessions and seminars, depending on the nature of the subject. Various seminars are offered
with the participation of professionals who cover the different career opportunities in Art History. The aim
being to establish an effective relationship between theoretical knowledge and its practical application
(description, analysis and cultural interpretation of artistic manifestations, case studies, application of
specific terminology, analysis and comment of historiography and sources).

c) Supplementary activities, field work and tutorials depending on the nature of the subject. Activities in
which the professor supervises the student's independent work and solves the problems that he/she may
encounter

 DEVELOPMENT OF INDEPENDENT WORK

Searching and selecting bibliography and other sources, preparing sessions and activities, suggested
reading material, studying for written examination, drawing up reports and practical work assignments,
preparing the portfolio, etc.

The postgraduate teaching courses of the University of Valencia are integrated in a distance learning
platform called "Virtual Classroom", that is a top resource for students training, complementary to theory
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and practical classes, seminars and the rest of supplementary activities. Through this platform, professors
and students can maintain ongoing communication, plan academic activities and have material,
documents and all sort of information available in relation to the corresponding courses, as well as
professors are able to review and evaluate the students training tasks.

EVALUATION

The overall assessment of the module is structured as follows:

 1. Individual and group practical work (50%). Individual and group work in writing or in oral form, where the
following items are evaluated:

- Acquisition of skills to search bibliography and information.

- Perfect command of general and specific bibliography in the different subjects.

- Ability to argue and present a coherent and organised discourse.

- Preparation of works of art analysis and proposals for interpretation.

- Acquisition of a specific scientific methodology for History of Art applied to the professional practices
related to the different areas of art and heritage.

- Acquisition of instrumental knowledge applied to History of Art.

- Ability for practical application of the formal requirements to write a scientific work.

 2. Portfolio (30%). Compilation of the students¿ work throughout the course that allows them to get
involved in the learning process and the continuous assessment of:

- Knowledge applied to problem solving.

- Ability to locate information and to present and resolve problems in new environments.

- Progress of skills throughout the course.

- Student¿s motivation and improvement capacity.

-The portfolio cannot be recovered in the second call.
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 3. Reading tests or activity reports (20%): Reviews, reports, summaries or critical analysis of the
recommended bibliography and of the supplementary activities.

The following items are evaluated:

- Acquisition of the transferred theoretical and practical knowledge.

- Comprehension of general and specific bibliography of the subject.

- Ability to producing written reports on supplementary activities, such as visits to museums, exhibitions,
archaeological and monumental sites, archives, collections, galleries, artist workshops, etc.

- Acquisition of an analytical and critical spirit from the bibliography and sources used in History of Art.
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
