SUMMARY

The aim of the subject is to examine the concurrent factors that historically and in the present, shape the
current reality of women and their legal position in global society, both at a domestic, community and
international level.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

MD1 - Training tasks of teaching and learning designed to leverage the knowledge in the classroom and
provide the framework for discussion of the subject. 

MD2 - Formative teaching and learning tasks designed to reflect on the problems and materials submitted
directly by the teacher through the Virtual Classroom, with the teacher adopting the role of moderator.

MD6 - Carrying out collective and online tutorials aimed at resolving doubts, measuring knowledge,
debating, broadening skills with the University tutor.

MD7 - Using methodology adapted to the individual student. The director, through discussion of issues,
recommended reading, participation in support activities, discussion forums and submitting contributions,
specific methodology courses, coordinates and directs the training of students to acquire their own tools
research activity.

EVALUATION

Evaluation system: 
the assessment of the course will consist of a multiple-choice exam with 30 questions (10 per unit/lesson)
which will be graded out of 10 points. To this end, the following must be taken into account:

• Each correct answer is worth 0.33 points.
• Incorrect answers do not deduct points.
• It is ESSENTIAL to obtain a 5 out of 10 to pass the subject. That is to say, to pass the course, the

final exam must be passed.

Regardless of the general evaluation system established for all students, the teaching staff responsible for
the course may determine, in the annex to the course syllabus (teaching guide), the possibility of
changing—with due justification—the format of the final exam when forced to conduct the test on a date
other than the official one. This applies in accordance with the rules provided for cases of exam scheduling
conflicts in the Evaluation and Grading Regulations for Bachelor's and Master's Degrees of the Universitat
de València, or any other legally established cause (e.g., justified cases of force majeure). In these
scenarios, the new exam format to be carried out must maintain the same level of demand and difficulty as
the one general examination administered to the rest of the group.

The first examination session for the course exam will take place in the middle of December. The second
examination session, in turn, will be held during the second week of January.
