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SUMMARY

This subject closes the methodological module, constituting a practical corollary of what has been worked
on previously, in relation to the structure and elaboration of a research paper. The course addresses the
communicative, discursive and argumentative elements essential to communicate an idea, working to
improve oral expression and expressive skills in the construction of legal argumentation of students,
through a theoretical-practical content, it is intended to help students acquire the necessary skills to
express themselves with confidence, conviction, spontaneity and fluency, in the various areas in which they
have to make a public presentation or discuss an argument. Specifically, and as a priority objective, this
training will be directed to the preparation of the act of public defense of the Master's Thesis.

To this end, specific techniques of communication and expression (corporal, gestural, linguistic, expository,
etc.) will be examined and the basic assumptions of speech and argumentation will be exercised: structure
and organization of ideas, words and phrases to be used, timing, appropriate emphasis, the importance of
gestures, pauses, silences, etc. All of this, while respecting the specific nature of legal language and
promoting the egalitarian and non-sexist use of language, as a way of achieving the principle of equality.

The aim is to improve the students' capacity for reflection and critical analysis of the research carried out

and the academic context in which it is inserted, developing skills related to reflection, the ability to

synthesize and counterargumentation. In the end, the aim is to ensure that the Master's graduates, even if
they have no previous legal training, acquire a legal background that allows them to dominate the jargon
commonly used in the legal environment and, consequently, to be able to communicate adequately.

For this purpose, a practical exercise of defense of a topic,
previously systematized and built on the basis of the previous theoretical knowledge acquired, will be
carried out.

Thus, the final grade of the course will be based on the defense of the topic chosen for the Master's thesis,
as well as the delivery of the basic discursive elements that make up the defense, where all the elements
previously worked on in the theoretical classes will be evaluated in a cross-cutting manner.
