TEACHING METHODOLOGY

EVALUATION

Assessment is continuous, flexible, and personalized, with each student establishing a personalized work
plan based on their field of expertise, their expressed research interests, and their professional concerns.
The most common assessment criteria are based on three areas:

a. Attendance and meaningful participation in classes and seminars (20%);

b. Critical analysis and clarity of presentations (30%);

c. Presentation of final projects for the respective subjects, following international scientific criteria (50%).
