SUMMARY

The training of students in the basic techniques necessary for systematization and evaluation of cultural
heritage is addressed. The highlights of the catalogues that make up the cultural heritage inventory will be
discussed. The fundamental role of inventories will be highlighted for the recognition of the value of
heritage, the true dimension of the heritage component, and for the enhancement of that heritage. It will
also address the study of heritage aimed at its enhancement and precise interpretation of prior techniques
that allow its assessment and evaluation.

Thus, the student is offered the review of the forms of documentation and evaluation, taking into account
the main sources for documentation and evaluation of the heritage, especially archives (written
documentation and images), cartotecas or cartographic deposits (ancient and modern maps, aerial
photography and satellite image), internet sources (databases, image servers) and newspaper libraries and
other auxiliary sources (literature, travel books...), oral sources.
