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SUMMARY

The Guidance and Tutoring subject is one of the mandatory subjects that all students of the Official
Master's Degree in Psychopedagogy must take, both those in the School Psychopedagogy itinerary and
those corresponding to Social and Community Psychopedagogy.

It is intended to respond to certain basic aspects in the training of the psychopedagogue, contributing to
the general objective of the title consisting of "providing scientific and professional training that guarantees
training for the elaboration and development of advisory programs and actions, which help the educational
community for the improvement and innovation of educational conditions and processes."

This subject aims to strengthen the training of the psychopedagogue in the educational field, through the
student's acquisition of scientific-technical knowledge and competencies specific to Educational Guidance
and Tutoring, as well as to develop the aptitudes, abilities, skills and attitudes necessary to effectively carry
out the exercise or role of psychopedagogue.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

The Guidance and Tutoring subject is taught in weekly face-to-face sessions lasting 3 hours.

In each session, a topic from those included in the content section will be addressed, and the time will be
structured by carrying out different activities sequenced following the following scheme:

Class session:
1) Review of the previous day's practice or any initial question raised for the topic (scheduled duration, 20"

2) Presentation by the students and by the teacher of the topic simultaneously with the performance of
some activities by the students (scheduled duration, 60").

3) Carrying out an individual practice or by small groups of students (planned duration, 100').
Student work outside of class:

5) The student will be able to finish the practice started in the class, as well as carry out, as a review, other
practical cases (average time to be spent, 90").

6) Preparation of the following topic using diagrams and materials collected in the Virtual Classroom, and
carrying out some activity (average time to be spent, 90").

7) Every 2 topics, at the beginning of class, students will take a total of 3 partial theoretical exams (15'
duration of the test), a review and study of what has been taught to date being recommended.

8) At the end of the class period for the subject, the student must take a final practical exam,
recommending a review and study of what has been taught to date (average time to complete, 90").

EVALUATION

The regulations of the master's degree determine its face-to-face nature, so attendance at classes and
other teaching activities scheduled in this subject will be considered in the continuous evaluation of the
subject. In the final grade of the two annual calls for the subject, this aspect will be especially valued. A
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positive grade for the subject can only be obtained through this continuous evaluation when the minimum
participation in 80% of all the activities and contact hours carried out in it has been achieved.

The evaluation procedures of the subject will contemplate:

1. Participation and work done by the student: 50%

These works will be broken down, depending on the progress of the course, into the following two:
a) Participation in class and resolution of exercises and practical cases in person

b) Resolution of other activities: non-face-to-face practical cases and activities

Preparatory.

2. Exams 50%

These in turn are broken down into:

a) Partial exams, objective tests, of a theoretical nature 15%

b) Final exam, of a practical nature 35%

Activities 1.a, 1.b and 2.a are not recoverable outside the established dates. To pass the subject you must
obtain at least a grade of 4 in the final exam (procedure 2.b).

For those students who have not attended classes and wish to exercise their right to take the final exam of
the subject, they will only be able to participate in said final exam, which will include, only for these
students, a theoretical part and a practical part, equivalent to the tests contemplated in section 2. And that
for both the first and the second call. The maximum grade they can obtain is a 7.0.

Fraudulent conduct in assessment tests and plagiarism in assessment work will be considered in
accordance with the UV Assessment and Grading Regulations (ACGUV 108/2017) and the Protocol for
Action against Fraudulent Practices (ACGUV 123/2020).

The use of technologies (including Al) to create assessment materials without prior and express
