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SUMMARY

This subject aims to provide students with theoretical and practical knowledge about how technological
media are reorienting organizational and teaching devices in current school systems. Which intervenes
both in the configuration of the social and professional identity of teachers and students. From the
pedagogical point of view, the professional performance of psychopedagogy seems fundamental, since it
must mediate this process. Hence, the training offered in this subject is not oriented so much to the
instrumental aspects of technologies as to their impact on the teaching-learning processes and on the
functioning and daily life of schools.

DESCRIPTION OF CONTENTS

1. Educational technology in society knowledge.

The role of technology in shaping education systems in the digital age is analysed, focusing on its social,
ethical and pedagogical implications. The course addresses how ICT influences the identity of teachers
and students and encourages a critical view of technocratic discourse in education.
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2. Management and organization of schools through technological supports

How digital tools are transforming institutional and organisational management in schools is examined. It
analyses educational management platforms, school information and communication systems, and their
impact on organisational culture, decision-making and relationships between educational agents.

3. Formats and contents of information in contemporary society

The course explores the ways in which information is produced, distributed and consumed in digital culture:
hypertext, social media, video, audio, images, etc. It promotes media and digital literacy, critical analysis of
content and reflection on the risks of infoxication, information manipulation and digital surveillance.

4. Design and evaluation of curricular materials

The pedagogical principles of instructional design are studied and the production and selection of teaching
materials appropriate to diverse contexts are reflected upon. Criteria of quality, accessibility, pedagogical
relevance, and formative assessment are addressed, with an emphasis on the role of the educational
psychologist in advising on and creating materials.

5. Models and implications of distance learning through digital media

The pedagogical foundations of distance learning, e-learning, and hybrid models are addressed. The
advantages and challenges of these models are discussed, as well as the role of students and teachers, the
effects of virtualisation on educational processes, and its implications in terms of inclusivity, emotions, and
organisation.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

prepared in small groups, and then debated in a large group. Preparation and follow-up of a short essay on
a current topic related to the module's thematics.
