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SUMMARY

The appearance in children of neurodevelopmental disorders such as ASD and ADHD, among others, is
associated with poorer academic performance and poor psychosocial functioning that disrupts the future
prospects of those who suffer from them, and may also be the cause of mental health problems such as
anxiety and depression present throughout their life cycle.

Therefore, early detection and psychoeducational interventions to reduce their symptoms and promote
better mental and psychosocial health, will be beneficial both in the short and long term to improve the
quality of life of these people.

The aim of this course is to introduce future educational psychologists to the basic concepts of these
disorders and to provide them with some assessment and psycho-pedagogical intervention techniques to
treat them correctly in the educational field.

DESCRIPTION OF CONTENTS
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1-Developmental disorders: conceptual aspects and related terminology

The concept of "Neurodevelopmental Disorders" and their classification based on the most up-to-date
diagnostic manuals are explored. The disorders that will be covered in this and other subjects in the
master's program are specified.

2-Psychopedagogical assessment and intervention throughout the life cycle in sensory disabilities, motor
and cognitive disabilities, high intellectual abilities, and pervasive developmental and communication
disorders.

Specific psychopedagogical assessments are provided for each neurodevelopmental disorder, based on
diagnostic criteria, severity levels, characteristics, and support needs.

3-Psychological intervention throughout the life cycle for sensory, motor, and cognitive disabilities, high
abilities, and pervasive developmental and communication disorders.

Specific psychopedagogical action is taught throughout the life cycle for each of the neurodevelopmental
disorders, according to the diagnostic criteria, levels of severity, characteristics and support needs, and
their direct involvement in the symptoms of other disorders.

4-Early intervention in developmental disorders.

The specific psychopedagogical action of early intervention with developmental disorders is explored. The
specific psychopedagogical action of early intervention for each disorder is explored.

5-Psychological intervention in programs aimed at families

The fundamental principles of psychological intervention in families of children with developmental
disorders are addressed, with special emphasis on the role of family members in the intervention, taking
into account the family's limitations as well as its benefits. Examples of family intervention programs for
developmental disorders are presented.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

The methodology used will be active and participatory, integrating different instructional strategies, to
enhance meaningful learning of the knowledge involved, and to achieve the development of the
competencies of the subject.

Classroom work will consist of lectures by the teacher and workshops and practical activities, both
individual and group of students.

EVALUATION

1. Portfolio includes class activities. The total score in this section is 50% of the final grade, i.e., 5 points
out of 10. Follow-up through classroom activities, participation and presentation of work, debates, or cases:
- This will be continuous and based on the activities developed in the in-person and/or remote sessions. A
minimum score of 70% must be achieved in these activities. A minimum score of 2.5 points is required to
pass the first sitting. If this requirement is not met in the first sitting, the student must take and pass an
additional assessment test on the skills developed in the activities in the second sitting.

2. Exam:

- A theoretical and practical exam will be given (which may be replaced by a practical assignment to be
completed during the course and submitted in the last sitting). This test will count for 50% of the final
grade. A minimum score of 50% must be achieved to pass the course. This requirement can be recovered
in the second sitting.

If a part of the assessment is not passed in the first sitting, the grades obtained in the sections already
passed will be retained for the second sitting.

Fraudulent conduct in assessment tests and plagiarism in assessment work will be considered in
accordance with the UV Assessment and Grading Regulations (ACGUV 108/2017) and the Protocol for
Action against Fraudulent Practices (ACGUV 123/2020).
