SUMMARY

The course aims to provide students with basic knowledge on the main issues that shape education policy,
its doctrinal and ideological structure and the factors that condition, relating them to the Spanish reality. It
is intended, basically, to provide it with the concepts, evidence and normative and doctrinal developments
sufficient and necessary to recognize, describe and analyze education policy.It also aims to develop a
range of skills that allow the students to build their own critical analysis of the program contents of the
subject.

This course contributes particularly to SDG 4 (Quality Education), SDG 10 (Reduced Inequalities), and SDG
16 (Peace, Justice and Strong Institutions).

This course will promote knowledge of the regulatory framework and the fundamental principles of Organic
Law 10/2022 of 6 September on the Comprehensive Guarantee of Sexual Freedom. Course contents will
address issues related to equality and a gender perspective, with particular attention to strategies for the
prevention, awareness, and detection of situations of sexual violence within educational settings.
Furthermore, teaching practices aimed at preventing and identifying sexual violence will be integrated into
the course, in coordination with the institutional resources and protocols established by the University of
Valencia.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

Depending on the objectives and each of the contents, various procedures and work methods may be used,
which may include the following:
-    Teacher's explanation
-    Reading of materials set by the teacher
-    Text analysis, problem solving and case analysis
-    Individual or group work
-    Exhibitions and debates
The teacher will explain the main contents of each topic, which will be complemented with practical
activities to which time will be dedicated to be determined each week.
Likewise, students will be able to carry out any type of contribution work, individually or in groups, to
analyze and work on the contents of the subject, after consultation and agreement with the teacher.

EVALUATION

Assessment of the course will be based on the following components:

- Exam, which will consist of an oral and/or written test: 50%

- Portfolio, which will include the different assignments completed by the student: 15%

- Class presentations of completed assignments: 15%

- Student interviews / tutoring sessions: 10%

- Participation: 10%
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To pass the subject, a minimum grade of 5 out of 10 must be obtained in each of the different evaluation
systems. Once the evaluation systems have been passed, the final grade will be calculated by applying the
established weightings.
Second assessment period

In accordance with the assessment regulations of the Universitat de València, students are entitled to a
second assessment opportunity designed to demonstrate the achievement of all the learning outcomes of
the course. This assessment will cover the entire theoretical and practical content of the subject and will
allow students to recover the different assessment components through the tests or activities determined
by the teaching staff.
