SUMMARY

The purpose of the internship is to achieve professional learning in a work context, which seeks to develop
those skills related to knowledge and intellectual abilities linked to the professional world, as well as others
related to attitudes and values of the profession, which favor the employability of the students.

The internships of the Master in Psychopedagogy are developed in educational centers to promote the
acquisition of such skills and constitute an essential complement to the theoretical-practical academic
training that the student receives in university classrooms.

To carry out this task we have a large and expert work team made up of: staff from our University-Business
Foundation, ADEIT (Company Internship Department); staff of the Faculty of Philosophy and Educational
Sciences (Secretary, Teaching Staff and Internship Commission) and, above all, with a wide range of
collaborating institutions and centers with their respective external internship tutors who, generously and
selflessly, are committed to the training of future professionals.

AREAS OF PROFESSIONAL ACTION
In the practicum, the contents to be worked on are linked to the different areas of intervention in which the
function of the educational psychologist is structured, and which serve us to systematize the work
programs carried out in the Internship Centers. These areas of intervention are the following:
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1. Guidance, diagnosis and educational advice
2. Supervision, direction and management of educational institutions
3. Educational innovation and teacher training
4. Adult education
5. Migration and interculturality
6. Education and ICTs
7. Education and work
8. Environmental education
9. Attention to diversity
10. Cultural management
11. Others

PROFILE OF TUTOR COMPANY INSTITUTION OR ENTITY
The profile of the tutor of the company, institution or entity must be a Educational Psychologist. Although,
exceptionally, and with the approval of the committee, other profiles may be assessed in emerging contexts
(psychologist, pedagogue, etc.). Regarding the practice centers, here are the most common ones, since the
professional scope of Psychopedagogue is very extensive:

Early childhood education schools, primary education schools, secondary education institutes, adult
training centers, special education schools, psychopedagogical guidance services, psychopedagogical
offices, municipal educational services, pedagogical resource centers, vocational training centers,
universities, educational foundations, educational material publishers, training companies, occupational
training centers, educational inclusion support services, school reinforcement entities, educational
innovation projects, museums with educational programs, libraries with pedagogical activities, NGOs with
educational projects, public or private institutions that develop pedagogical training and advisory programs.

This course contributes particularly to the achievement of Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) 4
(Quality Education), 10 (Reduced Inequalities) and 16 (Peace, Justice and Strong Institutions) through the
critical analysis of educational policies, the promotion of equity and inclusion, and the fostering of critical
thinking, democratic participation and commitment to socially just education.

This course will promote knowledge of the regulatory framework and the fundamental principles of Organic
Law 10/2022 of 6 September on the Comprehensive Guarantee of Sexual Freedom. Course contents will
address issues related to equality and a gender perspective, with particular attention to strategies for the
prevention, awareness, and detection of situations of sexual violence within educational settings.
Furthermore, teaching practices aimed at preventing and identifying sexual violence will be integrated into
the course, in coordination with the institutional resources and protocols established by the University of
Valencia.

DESCRIPTION OF CONTENTS

1. Presence at Internship Centers

A significant percentage of ECTS credits are earned at internship centers, collaborating with the
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professional who acts as the internship tutor. To this end, the Faculty maintains a list of collaborating
centers with which it has signed a framework agreement for external internships, and with which we have
been working for decades.

2. Orientation and Follow-up Interviews with the Faculty Tutor

Students also have a reference tutor at the Faculty, with whom they conduct orientation and follow-up
interviews, both individually and in groups. Group reflection on the progress of the internship is essential for
an in-depth analysis of the functions and skills developed there.

3. Preparation of the Internship Report

Based on the analysis of the internship experience, and under the supervision of the center tutor and,
especially, the faculty tutor, the student will prepare an Internship Report. To this end, you will have specific
guidelines developed in the Teaching Guide for the Subject, and specific documentation to review, including
theoretical material, professionalized documents, and work materials from the area of intervention.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

The aim is to analyse and reflect on the different educational contexts and educational practices in which
they are going to intervene, through seminars or individual tutorials with the faculty tutor, which will take
place in three moments:
1.    Before going to the center, in an introductory seminar.
2.    During the internship, in periodic follow-up meetings. Where intervention methodologies, strategies and
resources implemented, criteria and professional skills, experiences and experiences during the internship
will be shared
3.    At the end of the internship, in an analysis and evaluation seminar.
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EVALUATION

To be evaluated, the student must present the following documents to their university tutor:
The report prepared according to the proposed schemeThe documents or activities that each tutor has
proposed to the studentsStudents may submit all documents in digital format through an electronic
procedure, requiring receipt of acknowledgment of receipt by the university tutor.
The Business University Foundation/ADEIT will contact the tutors of the internship centers electronically so
that they complete a Final Report for the evaluation of each internship student. The Foundation will convey
the results of the report to the university tutors.
The evaluation will consider three sections with a different relative weight in the final grade.

1) Memory: 75%
Quantity and quality of activities developed by the student (60%)
Clarity and precision in writing (10%)
Linguistic correction (5%)

2) Participation: 5%
Attendance at meetings
Carrying out activities (for example, analyzing documents, preparing reports, etc.)
Public exhibition of activities.

3) Center Tutor Report: 20%
This report consists of an assessment of the generic skills acquired by the student, an assessment of the
practices and an overall rating of the practice.
