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SUMMARY

This 6-credit work aims for the student to demonstrate the application of the basic skills acquired in the
execution of a research project. Each student will be assigned a tutor or team of co-tutors who are
specialists in the topic or focus of their choice. For this assignment, efforts will be made to respect the
student's suggestions included in the prioritized list prepared by him.

This course contributes particularly to the achievement of Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) 4
(Quality Education), 10 (Reduced Inequalities) and 16 (Peace, Justice and Strong Institutions) through the
critical analysis of educational policies, the promotion of equity and inclusion, and the fostering of critical
thinking, democratic participation and commitment to socially just education.

This course will promote knowledge of the regulatory framework and the fundamental principles of Organic
Law 10/2022 of 6 September on the Comprehensive Guarantee of Sexual Freedom. Course contents will
address issues related to equality and a gender perspective, with particular attention to strategies for the
prevention, awareness, and detection of situations of sexual violence within educational settings.
Furthermore, teaching practices aimed at preventing and identifying sexual violence will be integrated into
the course, in coordination with the institutional resources and protocols established by the University of
Valencia.

Table of Contents. Including sections or chapters of the Master's Thesis and their corresponding pages.

Introduction. It shall include the following elements: a. Statement of the problem: statement of hypotheses
and/or questions and/or assertions (brief description of the problem addressed by the study). b. Specify
the content of the research work (structure of the document (research report), what is provided in each
chapter of the document).

Review or theoretical foundation. Considering that this thesis is intended to be an initial approach, it must
include an updated review of the problem, mentioning, in each case, the underlying theories that frame the
problem or research questions, the studies or research that support or refute them, as well as all aspects
that contextualize the problem to be addressed, whether social, institutional, or specific to the disciplinary
field on which the thesis is based.

Study. It will include, at least, the following information: a. Delimitation of the problem under study (brief
description of the study that is part of the Master's Thesis). b. Research objectives (distinguish between the
main objective and specific objectives). c. Methodology and materials used. d. Development and analysis.

Conclusions and Discussions. This section will provide the general conclusions of the study by presenting
the relationship between the proposed problem and the results (a summary of the results in relation to the
problem, objectives, or hypotheses/questions/ideas raised). The discussion will also include, at least, the
following information: a. Integration of results with reference research proposed in the review or theoretical
foundation. b. Possible avenues of inquiry (future doctoral thesis, continuation of the line of research, etc.)

Bibliography. It must comply with APA Standards here and in the citation format throughout the research
report that constitutes the Master's Thesis.

EVALUATION

The work will be evaluated by the Master's Court. This tribunal, at the proposal of the Academic
Coordination Commission, will be made up of three members who are specialists in the field of research of
the master's degree. The subject ;Master's Final Project; has a single record. According to current
regulations, the periods for the defense of works end on July 25 (in the first call) and September 25 (in the
second call). (See TFM defense calendar) The Thesis Tribunal will proceed to summon each student who
has submitted the corresponding work for its public defense. It is recommended that the student's
presentation does not exceed 15-20 minutes, and that subsequent discussion time be limited to a
maximum of 30 minutes. Once the act is over, the court will issue a numerical rating (between 1 and 10).

Fraudulent conduct in assessment tests and plagiarism in assessment work will be considered in
accordance with the UV Assessment and Grading Regulations (ACGUV 108/2017) and the Protocol for
Action against Fraudulent Practices (ACGUV 123/2020).
