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SUMMARY

This course aims to initiate researchers, in the process of searching, systematization and use of
documentary sources, in direct relation to the other subjects of module Il. It is an essential activity for the
beginning and development of the research process. Standing on the process of articulation of the sources
we will try to learn the efficient use of the bibliographic and argumentative resources to which the
researcher has access in the development of their activity.

This course is developed as a workshop on legal arguments. The interest of studies on the legal reasoning
lies, among other reasons, in the central role of argumentation in the practice of law.

The course aims to articulate the theory and practice of argumentation. Since the practice of law is a very
fundamental way to argue, justify and give reasons to explain how and why certain decision has been taken,
the workshop provides tools to enable students to develop or enhance their skills in legal reasoning.

The specificil goals of the subject are the following: knowledge and use of the main argumentative
techniques in identifying and reconstruction of arguments, its logical structure, the application of deductive
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and inductive arguments, methods and principles of evaluation of arguments, identifying correct arguments
and incorrect or fallacies and application of criteria for correction of justification of legal decisions with
direct access to legal sources.

Ser capaces de integrar conocimientos, formular juicios y, en definitiva, aplicar los instrumentos de
proteccidon de las relaciones comerciales publicas y privadas en diferentes contextos nacionales e
internacionales.

Students should apply acquired knowledge to solve problems in unfamiliar contexts within their field of
study, including multidisciplinary scenarios.

Students should be able to integrate knowledge and address the complexity of making informed judgments
based on incomplete or limited information, including reflections on the social and ethical responsibilities
associated with the application of their knowledge and judgments.
