The aim of
this subject is for students to become familiar with the different phases they will have to face during the
drafting of their work, as well as the rules to be applied in each one of them (choice of topic, drafting of the
first outline, writing criteria, features of the introduction and conclusions, etc.). The aim is to acquire one's
own style but always in accordance with the required scientific canons.
