SUMMARY

The master's degree final project involves the preparation of a research project in the field of action of the
master's degree (journalism and communication, with special emphasis on the analysis of the specific
fields of New Journalism and Political Communication), the final version of which must be presented at the
end of the second semester of the course to an Academic Committee made up of three members of the
master's degree teaching team. The work must demonstrate the knowledge acquired in the design of
research in this field. Students must demonstrate their mastery of the essential stages and characteristics
of a research or planning process: approaching the topic, establishing objectives, developing the
conceptual framework, presenting and analysing the information, designing the plan, implementation
procedure, conclusions and a relevant bibliography. The work is validated by means of a public defence
before a committee made up of three PhD lecturers.
