TEACHING METHODOLOGY

The course is planned to be taught in classroom/e-classroom mode. The theoretical lectures will
incorporate applied manifestations of the object of analysis, and the expository format will be combined
with seminar or conference and debate sessions. Students may be asked to prepare and hold lectures in
class.

EVALUATION

The subject will be evaluated continuously through works that the lecturers will ask the students, and also
through a final written test, which will consist of theoretical questions and on the application of the
acquaintances worked to a particular case study. Previously, the characteristics and requirements that are
considered necessary for such test to be classified as passed will be explained to the students.
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
