In the curriculum of the master¢s degree, this subject is integrated into itinerary | (Spanish Language).

Historical Phraseology and Diachronic Networks of Spanish addresses the study of the historical
coexistence of the Spanish language with other linguistic modalities on the Iberian Peninsula and its
formation into multidirectional cultural and social networks. In this context, it examines Spanish
phraseology from a diachronic perspective, focusing on its historical and historiographical aspects.
Alongside the theoretical component, there is also a significant practical component aimed at discovering
and applying the studied aspects in the classroom.

As detailed in the workload, theoretical classes are complemented by practical classes. These face-to-face
activities are further enriched by attendance at conferences and seminars organized by the Department of
Spanish Philology. This subject is part of the educational innovative project HISLEDIDAC [2nd phase],
granted by Servei de Formacié Permanente i Innovacié Educativa (SFPIE).

In this subject SDG4 is especially addressed.

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

EVALUATION

FIRST CALL

1. Assessment of active participation in the classroom through individual and group activities: 30%. Up to 3
points. Not recoverable in second call.

2. Assessment on the basis of final written or oral tests demonstrating the skills acquired: 70%. Up to 7
points. Recoverable in second call.

SECOND CALL

1. Assessment on the basis of final written or oral tests demonstrating the skills acquired: 100%. Up to 10
points. Recoverable in second call.

In examinations, orthographic, grammatical, and lexical accuracy will be required. Each spelling or language
error will result in a reduction of the final mark, which may lead to a failing grade.

Within the framework of these assessment components, an activity directly related to the teaching
innovation project mentioned in the Methodology section is planned, based on the creation of videos that
summarise the work carried out in these final exams.
