SUMMARY

In the curriculum of this Master's Degree, this subject is integrated into itinerary II (Spanish Literature and
Hispanic Theater) and III (Hispanic Formation).

The aim is to study Spanish literature from the 18th and 19th centuries using new approaches to
understanding and recovering autobiographical texts. Additionally, investigations into the amorous
customs of the 18th century and the ongoing dialogue between literary texts and abundant visual
documentation (literary costumbrismo prints, French rococo, or paintings and engravings by Goya) provide
a growing chain of analysis and specialization.

Finally, in the construction of the new model of nationality, 19th-century literature was the imaginary mirror
in which the nation reflected itself, where individuals recognized themselves as members of such a
community. The subject aims for the student to identify new trends in interpretation and apply them to
representative texts of the period.

As detailed in the work volume, theoretical classes are complemented with practical classes. In addition to
these in-person training activities, participation in conferences and seminars organized by the Department
of Spanish Philology is also included.
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This subject takes particular account of SDG 4, and specifically contributes to "ensuring that all learners
acquire the knowledge and skills necessary to promote sustainable development", which includes, among
other aspects, "human rights, gender equality, promotion of a culture of peace and non-violence, citizenship
and appreciation of cultural diversity".

TEACHING METHODOLOGY

Evaluation of written work, essays, practical exercises, assignments, questionnaires, etc., in hours not
faceto-face, demonstrating the skills acquired. 80%. Up to 8 points. Activities recoverable in second call.
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Students will submit one or two annotated texts with a maximum total of six pages (three thousand words).
The proposed texts are as follows:

• A research proposal based on the new tools.
• An excerpt from autobiographical literature: Moratín, Cadalso, 

Larra, Gertrudis Gómez de Avellaneda.
• Cartas marruecas, carta VII.
• Los majos vencidos de Ramón de la Cruz.
• The witches in letter VI Desde mi celda, de Bécquer.
• An autobiographical text by another writer.

Intellectual honesty is vital in academic communities, and for the fair evaluation of student work. All work
submitted in this course must be original authorship. Papers that make use of fraudulent collaboration or
composition with the help of artificial intelligence (ChatGPT or others) will not be accepted, except if their
use is part of the course content and is authorized by the faculty teaching thecourse.

Both in examinations and coursework, orthographic, grammatical, and lexical accuracy will be required.
Each spelling or language error will result in a reduction of the final mark, which may lead to a failing grade.

The general system of qualifications will follow the regulations of the Universitat de València approved by
the Consell de Govern on May 30, 2017.
