PERMIT OF STAY WHEN YOU ARRIVE IN CAGLIARI 
	EU CITIZENS
If you are a citizen of an EU country (and Eu-equated citizens), for a stay longer than 90 days, you have to ask for the permit of stay ('carta di soggiorno').
After having enrolled to the University, you have to turn to the local Questura of  Cagliari with the following documentation: 
- a declaration of the University of Cagliari assessing your regular enrolment; 
- 4 passport photos
- a stamp of €14.62 (available at all tobacco shops);
- a valid identity document/ card/ passport;
- the European health card for healthcare assistance; 
- proof of your means of sustenance; 
- a residence declaration (recommended) released by your house owner/landlord
	NON-EU CITIZENS
If you are not a citizen of an EU country, you are required to apply for a permit of stay before 8 working days since your arrival in Italy (or in Schengen Area). 

APPLICATIONS ACCEPTANCE PROCEDURES

Kits for the submission of applications for the issue of residence permit can be obtaining from the enabled post offices.
The envelope with yellow stripe is for non-EU citizens.
Application must be submitted at authorized post offices. The cost is € 30.00 to be paid at the post office counter upon acceptance of the application. 

In addition to the completed aplication form, the applicant must also submit the following documentation:
- a valid IDENTITY DOCUMENT for the purpose of identification by post office workers
- a declaration of University of Cagliari assessing your regular enrolment;
- a full A4 photocopy of said identity document;
- a A4 photocopy of visa.
- copy of the health insurance certified by the Italian Consulate or Embassy in your home country; 
- a stamp of €14.62 (available at all tobacco shops);
- proof of your means of sustenance;
- a residence declaration (recommended) released by your house owner/landlord or by the University or ERSU. 
Non-EU applicants must also submit a copy of receipt of payment of €27,50 for issue of the residence permit on electronic medium.
Once identification of the applicant and checking of the required documentation have been completed, a registered letter receipt is issues which lists the user ID.
